Assignment Description:  Candidate would lead and coordinate NOAA Restoration Center’s Restoration Research Program, which conducts and funds scientific/research projects, and provides support to the Community-based Restoration Program (CRP), the Coastal Wetland Planning, Protection and Restoration Act (CWPPRA), and the Damage Assessment, Remediation and Restoration Program (DARRP).  The candidate would also chair the science sub-committee of NOAA’s Habitat Matrix Program.  In these capacities, the candidate would address coastal habitat restoration issues, needs, and knowledge gaps that can be addressed by directed research aimed at developing or improving conservation and restoration techniques, valuation and prioritization methods, and application and management strategies.  The candidate may assess the need for policy and procedural change regarding program effectiveness, efficiency, and cooperation/coordination in order to improve resource and program management.  To this end, the goals of this assignment are to lead or direct following:
· development or coordination of long-term habitat science initiatives;

· refinement of advanced program performance measures of restoration success;

· implementation and evaluation of programmatic, science-based monitoring for coastal habitat restoration efforts;

· refinement of coastal habitat restoration priorities;

· manage a research staff for NOAA’s Restoration Center; and

· coordinate research partnerships with other NOAA and non-NOAA entities, such as Sea Grant, NCCOS, CSC, DARRP, CICEET, NERRS, CREST, and the NOAA science centers.
