The MERHAB program in FY2006 supports 14 ongoing research projects, funding a mix of university, state, Federal, non-profit and tribal partners totaling of approximately $3.6M. A competition for new projects is planned for FY2007. Incumbent also works with HAB scientists, resource managers and responders, across and outside the agency. Incumbent responsibilities include meeting agency grant application deadlines, managing competitions to initiate new projects, and complying with agency agreements, partnerships, and programs that support MERHAB research. Incumbent works closely with NOAA Ecology and Oceanography of Harmful Algal Bloom Program Coordinator and other sponsored office program managers in CSCOR.
